Attic Chimney Flues

1)Required minimum air space between flue pipe and insulation not
maintained.
2) Significant water intrusion and damage to chase and roof
sheathing evident. 
*Have a qualified contractor evaluate condition and repair as
necessary to prevent moisture penetration and further damage.

EXTERIOR
Masonry Walls

Several small cracks and one very large crack in brick veneer noted
at right front corner and at rear of house. Considering the size of the
crack at the rear, evaluation by a structural engineer recommended.

ROOF
ROOF

General condition of roof is good, but some deterioration consistent with the age of the shingles is evident. Some
minor shingle damage is also present. Have qualified roofer thoroughly inspect entire roof and repair or replace as
necessary when brick repairs have been completed.*
*Anticipate significant shingle damage as a result of brick repairs.
The roof covering is in generally bad condition. see comments below.*
*All roof defects noted below should be considered part of this Major Defect.
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Safety Concern
KITCHEN
 Wall/Counter Receptacles

Some Counter top receptacles not GFCI protected. GFCI outlets protect against shock hazards. RECOMMEND
installing GFCI protected receptacles at all counter top locations, for ENHANCED SAFETY.

ELECTRIC
Main Panel

Neutral and equipment ground wire pairs are connected in the same
terminal holes of neutral bus bar. This practice is not allowed,
according to the manufacturers installation instructions. Have
electrician repair as necessary.
*"When(panel) used as service equipment, any UNUSED neutral
terminal hole may be used to terminate equipment ground
conductors."

LAUNDRY
Laundry Energy Source

Recommend replacing old style 3 prong dryer outlet and cord with newer 4 prong grounded circuit, outlet and cord,
for enhanced safety. Three prong plugs and receptacles for dryers are now considered unsafe.

INTERIOR
Visible Dampers & Flues

Damper, and flue visible from fireplace in good condition, but flue dirty, should be cleaned prior to use.
Smoke Detectors

*Smoke detectors only reported on as to whether or not present, not tested. Test units on move-in day, and on a
regular basis.
*Recommend installing additional smoke detectors, one each in the bedrooms and FROG.
**Carbon monoxide detectors are highly recommended whenever the house has any gas burning appliances, or has
an attached garage.
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
